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Special Educational Needs and Disability Policy

We aim to ensure that every child receives an enjoyable and challenging learning experience tailored to meet their individual needs. 

This policy should be read in conjunction with Equal Opportunities Policy. Encouraging Positive Behaviour Policy and Managing Medicines Guidelines. 

We will ensure that we work to remove or provide help to overcome barriers for children where these exist.

We will be alert to the early signs of Special Educational Needs that could lead to later difficulties and respond to them quickly and appropriately, involving other agencies as necessary.

Definition of Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) 

A difficulty in one or more areas: 

· Learning Difficulties – General or specific 

· Emotional, Social and Behavioural Difficulties 

· Communication and Interaction Difficulties (speech language and communication or autistic spectrum disorder) 

· Sensory and physical difficulties 

Children have SEND if they have a learning difficulty that means they have a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of the same age.

Within our setting we aim to:

· Provide all children with a broad and inclusive range of activities where children with identified SEND will be included alongside others. 

· Work in partnership with parents and other agencies, to ensure that children’s needs are met and progress shared. 

· Differentiate activities and obtain resources and strategies to meet individual needs.

Ensure the well being of all children in relation to enabling them to be safe, healthy, enjoy and achieve, make a positive contribution and achieve social and economic well being, in line with the five outcomes of the Every Child Matters Agenda.

Arrangements for Admission 

Please refer to our Admission Policy.  However information vital to the safe inclusion of children in our provision such as, staff training, specialist equipment and additional staffing may need to be arranged prior to a child’s entry into our Pre-school.
